SUMMER 2010
Just $5 can put a smile on students’ faces

For many of us, $5 seems like pocket change.
But low-income families struggle to scrape
together just $5.

The Good Neighbor Project, of which our
church is a partner, is gearing up for another
school year of helping low-income Longfellow
and Lakeshore students overcome financial
obstacles that affect their ability to participate
in school. Our fundraiser gives you the chance
to reach out to these students.

During the recently completed school year,

your donations:

1 Bought a book for every Longfellow and
Lakeshore student

1 Paid school fees for 183 students

1 Paid field trip fees

1 Covered shortfalls in students’ school lunch
accounts

1 Bought snacks

1 Provided clothing and school supplies

1 Provided gas money for a child to get to
school

1 Provided deodorant for 5" graders

Items to be placed in the kits: comb or brush,
shampoo or body wash (travel size),
toothbrush, toothpaste (travel size), deodorant,
disposable razor, shaving cream, Tylenol or
aspirin (small packets or bottle), cough drops,
ear plugs, thin masculine slippers or slipper
socks, candy bars and gum.

The items can be brought or sent to the Annual
Meeting.
